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Welcome to the 2022 - 2023 School Year!  We are excited to welcome you and your family to a new school year. 
Our PSD Team has been working hard at getting everything ready for the start up, and as a result you will see a 
few new changes.  You can read what we have planned for for the first month of school on our school website at 
https://muirlake.psd.ca and we encourage you to keep apprised of what is going on by visiting our school calendar 
on the website at https://muirlake.psd.ca. One change that you will notice is with our front foyer.  We have had 
security doors installed which allows us to leave our front door unlocked. If you are at the school for any reason, 
please check in at the office. 
 
Mustang Kick-Off:  Now that we can gather once again, we are super excited to bring back our Mustang Kick-Off.  
Families are invited to join us for a hot dog on Wednesday, September 7 from 4:30-6:30pm. Staff will be outside 
to welcome everyone and then families will be invited into the school at 6:00 to meet the teacher in the 
classroom. 
 
Parking at School:  If you are driving your child to school, then we respectfully ask that you drop them off in either 
the Muir Lake Hall parking lot or use the drop off lane and let them out at the SOUTH end of the parking lot so 
that they can use the crosswalk which is monitored by the staff.  For the safety of everyone, we remind everyone 
that there is to be absolutely NO PARKING on the side of the highway.  The parking can sometimes get VERY 
busy, so we appreciate your patience as our top priority is to keep all of our students and staff safe. 
 
Visitors to the school are also reminded to respect the blue disabled parking spots that are in both the school and 
the MLCL Hall parking lots. 

Morning Supervision:  Staff will begin supervision at 7:45am so we respectfully request that you do not drop your 
children off until after this time.  Students will remain outside until the bell rings at 8:00am, then at this time they 
will make their way to the classroom through their designated doors.  If they arrive ANY time after 8:10am they 
are required to go to the office through the front door to obtain a late slip. 

Attendance Calls:  If your child(ren) is not in attendance, please be sure to either call (780) 963-3535 and press 1 
to access the attendance mailbox OR email the office at MuirLake@psd.ca, stating when and why your child will 
be away. If the office does not know why students are away then the fan-out message will automatically go out as 
they will be marked as absent with an unknown reason. 
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Cross Country Running: Cross Country running will be starting with the first race on September 15th hosted by 
Duffield School at Grouse Nest Golf Course.  Mr. Shaw and Mrs. Rich will be organizing the Muir Lake students  
and if anyone from K to grade 9  is interested, please see the information package linked HERE.  Forms will also be 
handed out to those that attend the practice with Mr. Shaw, Mrs. Rich or Mrs. Priddle.  Parents are responsible 
for transportation to and from the races. To register for any of the races, you will need to log in to your 
PowerSchool Parent Portal and click on the “Fees” tab on the left hand side.  There will be a Cross Country button 
at the bottom of your screen. 

Terry Fox Run:  Students will be participating in our Annual Terry Fox Run on the morning of Friday, September 
23rd.  Donation forms/Information will be going home with students  If you would like to donate to the Terry Fox 
Foundation it can be done online. 
 
School Fees: Statements for the 2022 2023 school year fees will be going out via email soon, if you do not receive 
it then check your junk mail or let the office know.

COVID Update:  Muir Lake School and Parkland School Division are excited that the World is Opening Back Up. 
2022-2023 should finally start to feel like what a school year is supposed to feel like. While the pandemic is 
officially over, our new reality is that COVID-19 is here to stay. 
 
With that being said, there are many measures that were previously implemented that just make sense to 
continue. Above all, we encourage anyone who is feeling ill to stay home from school. If you are exhibiting any of 
the key symptoms known for COVID-19, we encourage you to access one of the many test kits that are also 
available at the school. Meanwhile, PSD will continue the following: 
 

● Hand sanitizer will still be readily available at all schools, 
● Students will continue to be reminded of the importance of thorough hand-washing hygiene, 
● School staff will ensure that appropriate cleaning of high touch areas will continue, 
● The frequency at which air filters are changed in PSD has also been increased and air handling/ventilation 

equipment in all schools has been adjusted to maximize the number of air exchanges within the schools. 
All schools will operate filtration systems that meet or exceed the Minimum Efficiency Reporting Values 
(MERV) 13 air filtration rate, and  

● Where practical, entrances and exits can be used to efficiently reduce crowding during high traffic times 
of the day.
